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Dear Parents,

The British Schools is closely monitoring the outbreak of Coronavirus, also known as COVID-
19. It is important to state that there are currently no suspected cases in our school community.

It remains the school's duty to put in place appropriate measures to minimise possible infection
regarding the COVID-19 virus. Our Senior Leadership Team (SLT) is meeting regularly
regarding new developments related to its spread. So far, schools in Uruguay have been allowed
to operate with minimal disruption, but like all responsible communities, we all have a moral
obligation to do our part to prevent further spread of the virus.

We appreciate that there will be many different perspectives amongst parents, and hope that
everyone understands the ongoing fluidity of the situation.

We have been closely monitoring the situation, trying to understand the facts before
communicating what measures we need to take and the effect those measures will have on the
school community.

It goes without saying that the school will comply with any instructions from the MSP.

We have informed students of the potential risks, and what actions they should be taking to
minimise those risks in school.

Please take note of the following, and encourage your children to do the same:
e Wash hands thoroughly.
e When coughing, use a tissue and throw the tissue in the rubbish bin. If a tissue is not
readily available, cough into your elbow region.
e The school will keep soap dispensers topped up at all times.
e We recommend your child brings their own alcohol-based cleaning gel

If any of the following symptoms are present:
o fever,;

e Cough;
e Shortness of breath.



Medical attention should be sought immediately and please keep your children at home.

The school has its own Action Plan to deal with the possible outbreak of a pandemic virus, which
has four tiers based on the severity of the risk. The lowest tier is Tier 1, which is our present
state.

All families that have travelled to the following countries in the past month, are expected to self-
isolate in their homes for a period of 15 days.

Any family in this situation should contact their Head of Year, who will coordinate their learning
requirements.

International travel has not been restricted in Uruguay, and at this moment, all international and
local trips, organized by the School, will be going ahead. A further letter with more information
will be sent to the specific families involved. The suspension, or cancellation of any trip is
dependent on the risk assessment the school makes, or if instructed by the relevant authorities.
We understand that the cancelation of any trip is disappointing to those who were planning on
going, but the possible risk far outweighs this disappointment and we look forward to your
support in this matter.

In the very worst-case scenario, we might need to close the school, which is Tier 4 of the risk
assessment. If this does happen, then we will continue learning via virtual classrooms. For this
reason, we need to know a little about the technology you have in your home. Hopefully, this
will not occur, but a questionnaire on this issue will be sent to all parents shortly.

I understand these can be worrying and uncertain times, but we must not overreact. Everyone has
a duty to act responsibly, and we have every confidence and faith in our community. Whenever
